Approve the minutes of previous meeting.

The minutes of the previous meeting had been circulated, approved and there were no matters arising.
3
Reports.

EH introduced Rachel Hogger from Planning Aid who is to co-ordinate our direct support through volunteer consultants.  She gave a short introduction to the group.  A meeting had been arranged with the Chair and Vice Chair to appraise Rachel with the current status of the NP and familiarise her with Shireoaks village.

AH advised that she had written to Awards for All and asked for an extension of the grant funding.  She informed the meeting that, after taking advice, the NP group should be classed as a steering group under the auspices of the Parish Council and as such non Councillors were eligible to vote.  It was not compulsory for members of the group to have their interests and those of their partners, published on the BDC or Parish Council website although it was probably prudent to register them with the Group.
NC advised the group that she had worked with Alyson Linnegar, potential consultant, and left details for the group to discuss.

JR advised that funding needed reserving for specialist consultants where appropriate.

RH reiterated that her role with Planning Aid was one of support although she had access to specialist consultants if required.

BC advised that he had resigned his position as Chairman of the Parish Council.

Update on assistance from Locality

Locality Funding – EH will arrange for the grant monies to be transferred to the Parish Council account.

5
To review summary of prospective policies for Objective 4.

Natalie and James had produced some policies from discussions held at the last meeting.

Detailed maps of local wildlife corridors and nodes have been produced by Friends of Woodlands. These have been reproduced by Natalie and sent to Mark Speck for comments.

Flood Mitigation – AH  gave an appraisal of her work to date and had photos and details of flooding occurrences from 2007 to 2012.  She explained that not all drainage channels were recorded on BDC & NCC maps and local knowledge could be called upon to identify them. NC will highlight the existing problems with Ian Davies.  AH has produced a list of proposed flood mitigation policies which will be circulated to the whole group.

RH suggested that events, time frames, hot spots where surface water has been a problem throughout the village should be used to produce a preliminary flood assessment for the village and our policies tailored to suit.

EH agreed that we need to pursue a local action plan. 
This policy needs further work. 

NC is attempting to talk to Ian Davies, BDC, will meet Friday 30th August.

EH had emailed a list of Objective 4 policy suggestions for the group’s discussion.

JR is to circulate wildlife corridor plans to the group.  NC expressed satisfaction with the group’s proposals but that we need to concentrate now on policy justifications.

RH suggested that ongoing reviews of our policy options be undertaken and not left till the end.
6
To receive presentation regarding Objective 6 Local Economy and Tourism Potential. 
NC gave a presentation and handouts highlighting examples of policies from other NP groups and details of what the group needs to think about.  A discussion took place on the local economy, the use of brown field sites  The community right to build and the community right to transfer assets were mentioned 
Some members expressed concern about the need to include growth of employment in the Plan. 
Action point: From the original survey a chart needs to be produced marked up with specific data. ???? what data and why??
JR indicated the type of potential builds that could be accommodated on the Marina site ie cafe/visitor exhibition centre, sports facilities and a touring caravan park. He will give, at a later date, a presentation to the group on the FOW proposals.

RH suggested that the NP not be specific on the development proposals for the Marina site.

The brown field site off Coach Road (the old pit buildings) needs to be investigated for possible  regeneration as a historic building, 
AH suggested the potential use of the Wincanton site as a car park.

Meeting noted that the Pegasus site 195 public presentation is to be held in the Village Hall on 24th September.  It is important that we gather as much information from them as possible.

To confirm updates to be put on the website.  No action taken.

Any other business.

It was agreed to ask Helen Metcalfe to attend our meeting on Thursday, 26th September.  AH to contact Helen, ascertain costs and provide her with policy proposals after 5th September meeting.

AH to compile a statistics sheet from the initial village house survey.

It was noted that the BDC site allocations were not going forward to Cabinet in September but hopefully before the end of the year.

The group to consider the possibility of making Objective 6 into 2 separate objectives covering Local Economy and Tourism.
